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PASTOR’S MESSAGE

We continue the celebration of Christmas with a focus on the
family. One of the enduring wonders of Christmas is that God
chose to be born into a human family. He put his seal upon
family life. It is to remind us that every family is special. Every
family is holy in its own way.

A journalist, ill with cancer, wrote in his post—Christmas
column in the newspaper: “The best present I got for Christmas
was being with my family. Pants sag and shirts shrink, but
there’s no need to keep a refund slip for the gift of family. It’s a
perfect fit every time. Life is so fragile and yet so durable. I was
reminded of that when I watched the crooked, loving fingers of
the oldest member of my family reach out to touch the soft,
smooth face of her great-granddaughter while the lights of a
Christmas tree blinked behind them.”

There is a certain paradox about family life. It is the place of
our greatest joys and friendships. Yet, sadly, it is often the place
of our most painful conflicts. It always needs redeeming and
healing and forgiveness. There are in the end no perfect fami-
lies, only families striving to love and growing in the crucible
of life.

The Scripture Readings for this Sunday are from a distant past
and a very different time and culture. Still, they express values
that are timeless.

Who can quarrel with Sirach’s recipe for family relationships:
honor and reverence among the members? Reverence, espe-
cially for aging parents. Awareness and respect for their dimin-
ished capacities. “Even if their minds should fail, be considerate
of them; revile them not all the days of their lives”.

St. Paul in his letter to the Colossians (3:12-21) commends
the garments that should clothe the Christian life: compassion,
kindness, humility, meekness, patience, love, and forgiveness.
They would surely strengthen family life.

We can relate to Matthews Gospel Reading too (2:13-23).

It is so contemporary. Here is a family, terribly poor, a refugee
family trying to escape death, going into exile, becoming home-
less. Beset with danger from the Herods of the world and fi-
nally, settling in Nazareth, in the backwoods, insignificant, but
a family all the same. Think of Syria or Iraq or Palestine where
families must flee for their lives in the thousands! Be grateful
for your family today and in the New Year.

Thanks to All: Sincerest thanks to all who made the Celebra-
tion of Christmas so special at Our Lady of the Lake Parish. So
many people were so generous in sharing time, talent, and
treasure, whether in the Liturgy or in outreach to others, in re-
membering the poor, in exchanging kind words and pitching
in....
