There are those who may be excused from the obligation for a       

serious reason: 

• Being advised by a medical doctor that it is not safe for you to 

participate in public activities. 

• Experiencing a high amount of mental distress over the prospect 

of returning to public activities. 

• Having symptoms of COVID-19 or another serious/contagious 

illness. 

• Caring for an infant or someone who has a serious illness.
